It is a nice pass program.  Cheryl added that the North American Reciprocal Museum is in different states but The Friends will be limiting it to New Jersey.  The flyer for Rodolfo’s Pizza fundraiser is on Tuesday May 19th and 10% of the bill will be donated to the S.P. Public Library; you must have the flyer.  It is for dine-in or carry-out.  It will be put on the school website and will be put in the Observer and on TAP.  The bags for The Friends are in.  They were $6.50 and we are selling them for $10; the logo 
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looks terrific.  The Cultural Arts will have Christmas in July on July 25, 2015.  It has been expanded to include the Walgreen’s parking lot.  There will be vendors and window painting, vendor tables will be $25 and a portion of that money will be donated to the Friends of the Library, the Rescue Squad, and Fire Department.
