President Cullen mentioned that someone on Council requested that the library looks into lawn sprinklers and asked that they briefly discuss this.  After a long discussion, it was felt that if the proper soil and seeding is placed, you should not need a sprinkler system.  Linda will contact Andy to see what was placed.  Cheryl Nagel-Smiley suggested placing bricks between the sidewalk and the curb which Vice President Faustini will discuss later.  Annemarie Stoeckel suggested that they may want to look into some drought resistant flowers.  President Cullen stated that redoing the bathrooms is over the threshold we need to start doing the RFP’s.  The board is in agreement with getting this started.

Technology:  Annemarie Stoeckel stated that they are meeting next month to look at some purchases for computers that will be needed in the fall.

Community Relations:  Cheryl Nagel-Smiley thanked the committee and board for coming out on dedication day.  We had 30 people that came from Frances Greany’s school system and Hometown Hero’s did not charge extra for the last minute call for an additional tray of sandwiches.

Mayor’s Report:  Cheryl Nagel-Smiley reported progress.

Capital Campaign:  Vice President Faustini stated that a CD came to maturity $12,200 that was raised by the Friends from previous years was given to Linda and we have another wish list Linda started to put together.  Vice President Faustini also informed the board that she researched the bricks and the company is out of Florida called Bricks R Us.  It is $19 per brick which includes everything and after discussing this with Friends they will be sold at $50 per brick engraved.  The large bricks, if we want to do corporate, run approximately $29.50 and they would be sold at about $100 engraved.  They would be placed by the walkway up to the patio that was just poured and if possible in between the sidewalk and curb where the grass is all dying now. 

Friends of the Library:  Frank Lemos deferred this to Cheryl.  Cheryl stated that there was a special meeting to discuss the book sale.  It will be on September 17, 2016 – September 24, 2016.  They asked for the Friends people to be here on Saturday volunteering to help.  We will start on September 15, 2015 pricing the items and setting up.  There will also be a bake sale if it is not too hot it would be outside, which will be a one day event.  The first meeting will be Thursday, September 8, 2016 at 7:00pm

Liaison to the Schools:  Annemarie Stoeckel stated that we are fully staffed we have a new permanent Superintendent Dr. Noreen Lishak and a new permanent Assistant Superintendent Ms. Mary Flora Malyska and a new interim BA James Damato.  They are bringing a lot of new ideas.  I think that we are going to be happy

Board President:  President Cullen ditto what Linda and Cheryl reported about the dedication day.  When we were planning this we were not sure of the crowd we were going to get.  It was a really nice affair.  All the committees have been busy.  This is a volunteer board and thanked everyone for their tireless efforts and for making the library a success.
