BOARD OF TRUSTEES’ MEETING MINUTES
September 11, 2012

The meeting was called to order by Mr. Aronowitz at 7:00 PM

Mr. Aronowitz announced that the meeting was being held in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act and as such, proper notice of the meeting was published in the official newspapers, The Observer, The Courier News and The Home New Tribune.

Mr. Eric Aronowitz said that since this is the anniversary of September 11, 2001, he would like to turn the floor over to Mr. Gary Jones who was a first responder, to say a few words.

Mr. Jones said that at the time of the attack he ran the State Police Marine Station in Newark, NJ.  Actually saw planes go into buildings and saved a few lives. He and 3 staff members got to meet President Bush. He has a few pictures that anyone would like to see after the meeting. He asked for moment of silence for the people who died during this cowardly act of violence.
After moment of silence, Mr. Jones led us in the Pledge of Alliance.
