APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made Ms. Nina Rohrer and seconded by Mr. Robert Bengivenga to accept the minutes of the meeting.
PAYMENT OF VOUCHERS

Also drains are clogged, he cleaned out one and recommended having drains checked 4 times a year and Public Works can do this.  Recommended purchasing a portable AC unit, 10,000 BTU, for the office that has the server.  Price is between $300-$400.

Mr. Gary Jones asked if there were surge protectors on roof.  No, units are approximately 16 years old.  Lights in parking area very expensive see if another type of light would work.

Presentation was made “What Happened in Italy”, very well received and one person mentioned in book was present and lives in South Plainfield. Maybe get author to visit next year but need a few hundred people to attend and have it at the High School.
