Private Hugh Downey-Company I
11* Regiment, New Jersey Volun-
teers. Private Downey died from the
effects of exposure and starvation on
Sept. 19, 1864 while held as a pris-
oner of war in that infamous South-
ern prison known as Andersonville.

Sldewalks to be Installed

Durmg the years Frank Mikorski
served on the School Board of Educa-
tion, he asked the council on numer-
ous occasions to install sidewalks along
Belmont Ave., saying the board would
save money on the cost of busing.

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A Rqﬂection of the First Year of College Life:

A Contemporary Perspective

College is a unique experience. It
can be fun, exciting, developmental
and enlightening. The studies can be
seemingly overwhelming at times, but
there is more to higher learning than
the academic aspect. It is a completely
different environment than high
school.

There are no distinctive social fac-
tions, because status is not of great
concern. Most students have a select
group of friends they associate with.
Gossip does not spread like wildfire,
because everyone does not know who
everyone else is and what’s more, they
don’t care. You are forced to separate
and distinguish yourself from your
influences and peers, because college
by nature fosters self-reliance. All of a
sudden, preparation for your future
and further establishing your own life
become primary focuses.

One decision that will profoundly
affect your college experience is wheth-
er or not you choose to become a resi-
dent or commuter; they are two dif-
ferent lives. Being a resident who
knows both commuters and fellow
residents, I can decidedly say that I
prefer my current situation.

While every student’s preferences
and predilections are different, I think
that you can get more enjoyment and
appreciation out of the college experi-
ence, by living there. You can meet
many different people from various
backgrounds. You will likely connect
with people that you probably would
not have associated with in high
school, because when you live around
and see the same people day-in, day-
out, at all times of the day, you realize
that you want to get along with as
many of them as you can. One advan-
tage to living with others at college is
that you will form many types of rela-
tionships and open yourself to inter-
acting with people outside the. types
you did in high school. In my opin-
ion, this better equips you for “the real
world,” because it is a skill that you
can apply in life after college.

Colleges sponsor plenty of activi-
ties, trips, events, and clubs that cater
to every group and interest. There are
ample opportunities to become in-
volved at college, and truthfully, resi-
dents are more likely to do this than
commuters. Commuters tend to re-
tain their old ways of life, which are
usually outside of the college environ-
ment. Residents, on the other hand,
usually cannot keep'the ones they es-
tablished at home, so they are likely
to turn to their new living environ-
ment — the school.

In either situation, there is an im-
portance in social life at college. Irre-
futably, the main reason for you to go
to college is to pave your path for the
rest of your life, but there is no reason
you can’t have fun along the way. In
fact, I would argue that enjoying your
time at college is conducive to aca-
demic performance, provided priori-
tization takes place.

Your interactions with fellow stu-
dents will differ greatly from high
school. Remember how teachers used
to have to control constant talking in
classes? That doesn’t exist in college.
Professors are there for you to gain a
better knowledge of the material and
will not tolerate extra conversations in
their classes. Students tend to show
professors more respect. It is under-
stood that outside of class participa-
tion, when professors talk, you listen
(or at least don’t distract them or oth-
ers). Students are not particularly lo-
quacious in classes, because they of-
ten do not know one another. In col-
lege your friendships are often formed
outside the classroom.. -

My class sizes ranged from a dozen
or so students in my smallest classes
to about 40 in my largest classes. This
is not usually the case with a larger
school, though.

If you are lucky, you can avoid Fri-
day classes and find yourself with a
nice three day weekend. Most full-time
students take around fifteen credits per

semester, which is usually five classes
at three credits each. Some classes are

four credits, usually sciences. Each. -

credit generally denotes one hour of
class time per week. Every school is
different in regard to how the hours
per week are broken up, but at St.
Thomas Aquinas College, I have ei-
ther two one hour and twenty five
minute classes or one two hour and
fifty minute class per week. I found
this to be a big change from the 44
minute periods that I had in high
school five days per week, and it takes
some adjustment, like many other as-
pects of college life do.

The personal attention professors
give to students varies. Depending on
class size, some will barely know your
name and could care less whether or
not you attend their class, while oth-
ers will communicate with you on a
fairly regular basis and strictly enforce
attendance policies. “Extra help” is
given during office hours, not after
classes are over. Also, outside of ex-
tenuating circamstances, if you fail to
show up for an exam, you receive a
zero for it; there are rarely make-up
sessions. Your interactions with your
professors will differ quite a bit from
those you experienced with your high
school teachers.

Now to either confirm or dispel a
few rumors. Ill start with the less in-
cendiary ones. Cafeteria food is not as
bad or disgusting as people make it
out to be, but is often a mixed bag —
sometimes the food is surprisingly
good, other times egregiously unpleas-
ant. Sometimes sleep will be compro-
mised due to your roommates” behav-
iors and activities. Time management
is essential to academic survival. There
will be plenty of distractions and time
to slack off and procrastinate, espe-
cially if you become involved in cam-
pus activities; you will be up very late
writing that paper or studying for a
test for the next day (or rather, that
day) should you do this. Cram sessions
and late night writing sessions can of-
ten, although not always, be avoided. If

wired and manage to stay surprisingly
alert, somewhat drowsy and zone out
from time to time, or drained and en-
ervated, unable to pay attention to -
your professor as you fight your body’s
natural urge to close your eyes.

Now on to other concerns. I don’t
care what the Residence Life Director
or President or whoever says about
any dry campus policies or alcohol
prevention attempts, hear me loud and
clear, you WILL be exposed to drink-
ing. How you choose to handle your-
selfis up to you. More than likely, your
roommates will come up with the in-
genious brainstorms to either have a
party in your room, go to where a
party is being held, or to go off cam-
pus to get wasted. You WILL witness
an abundant amount of drunken be-
havior, you WILL have to encounter
situations where you will be encour-
aged to drink, and you WILL get to
know substance abusers of all kinds. I
was fortunate to not be exposed to any
drugs besides alcohol, but that is not
to suggest that that you will have the
same fortune. You will be expected to
act safely and responsibly or face con-
sequences if you are stupid enough to
get caught.

The fact of the matter is that col-
lege is what you make of it. This goes
for what you learn. in and out of the
classroom and how you value and re-
spond to it. You will learn things
about yourself and others that will
be eye-opening. You will have to
make decisions yow’ve never becn
faced with before and be put in situ-
ations you’ve never been. in before.
College is a learning experience, but
that does not mean it cannot be an
enjoyable one.
